EAST NASSAU STEWARDSHIP DISTRICT OWNED TRAILS

These trails pass through and along private property. For your own safety and to respect the
rights of the property owners please always remain on the trails.

A. Trails are open from Dawn to Dusk.

B. These are shared use trails for pedestrians and bicycles ONLY.
C. Use of trails is at users own risk.

D. Trails and boardwalks may be slippery.

E. Trails closures must be strictly obeyed.

F. The bicycle speed limit is 15 mph.

G. Pets must always be on a leash.

H. Clean up after your pets.

. No trash shall be deposited on the trails.

J. Do not cause public inconvenience, annoyance, or alarm by making unreasonably loud
noise.

K.  Weapons, fires, fireworks, alcohol, smoking, or vaping are strictly prohibited.
L.  No unauthorized vehicles or motorized personal transportation devices on trails.

M. Do not disturb, approach, or feed the wildlife. Users may encounter Natural Florida
Wildlife, deer, snakes, etc.
